CDR Pull Boxes

The Department and Hubbell/CDR have reached agreement regarding 13x24 and 24x36 pull boxes used on FDOT projects.  

The agreement addresses both active and final accepted projects and requires the following actions: 

For Active Projects:

1.      Remove and replace all 24x36 pull boxes.  As an alternative to removal and replacement, the agreement references a repair procedure that was used successfully on a Turnpike project.  This is acceptable for all of the 24x36 pull boxes on the list.  If more details on this procedure are needed, please contact Stefanie Maxwell or Jerry Rudd.  

2.      Remove and replace all 13x24 pull boxes used in rural roadway typical sections including those that have been installed with a concrete apron.  The 13x24 pull boxes used in urban curb and gutter typical sections are not required to be removed and replaced unless they are exhibiting damage.   Those showing no signs of damage in the urban sections can remain and will be covered under the warranty bond.

For Final Accepted Projects:

1.      Both the 13x24 and 24x36 pull boxes on Final Accepted projects will be covered by a Warranty Bond provided by Hubbell/CDR.  In the event that CDR 13x24 and 24x36 pull boxes on these Final Accepted projects fail, FDOT will notify the contractor if the project is still within the latent defect period so that the contractor can coordinate the removal and replacement with Hubbell/CDR.  If the latent defect period has lapsed and the CDR 13x24 and 24x36 pull boxes fail, FDOT will contact Hubbell/CDR directly to remove and replace the failed pull boxes.

The fourth attachment was provided to Hubbell/CDR to assist it with coordinating with contractors on active projects so as to minimize impacts to those project schedules.  The Department will consider a non-compensable time extension on a case-by-case basis for the identified active projects if the contractor provides documentation showing the steps it has taken to mitigate the issue and has provided a schedule analysis showing the impact of the issue.  Before any time extension is granted, the District Construction Engineer must coordinate any such requests with the Director, Office of Construction prior to approving such extension requests.
